If you are intending to copy the interactive crossword files onto an intranet with IIS for the first time, you may need to add the MIME types used by the software.

On your server, click on Start  (  Administrative Tools  (  Internet Information Services Manager
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(
Right click on your server  (  select properties.  The window that appears should have a link to MIME types, click on this button.
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Click on New.  The dialogue box should instruct you to add an extension and MIME type.  In the Extension box type .ccj and in the dialogue box type application/crossword, then click OK.

Click on New again.  Repeat the process, but this time insert .jpz instead of .ccj.  You may need to refresh your server for the changes to take place.
