This skills pack has been designed to teach GCSE students about sound-symbol correspondences (SSCs). Worksheets
use keywords from the Edexcel prescribed vocabulary list and are accompanied by original listening materials.

Structure

In this pack, students will build up their knowledge and skills through a series of activities divided into two
sections for each SSC covered in the resource:

Section 1: Vocabulary Section 2: Sound-Symbol Correspondence
This section introduces the sound-symbol This section focuses on students’ ability to listen to
correspondence with examples, and focuses on the and recognise / write down words that match the SSC,
recognition and understanding of key words. or speak the words aloud.

There is a variety of activities across both sections, including multiple-choice questions, translations, transcriptions
and more, so that learning of the SSCs is paired with skills that are useful across the exams. Listening tracks have
been included (accompanied by transcripts) with original recordings by native speakers. Answers are provided for
quick and easy marking.

Differentiation

The resource is to be used by both Foundation and Higher tier students. The activities have therefore been
created so that the core of the activities is Foundation or Crossover level to be completed by all students.
Activities and extensions specifically targeted at Higher students is indicated by a % symbol.

At the end of the resource, there is an exam practice section that presents students with six original Dictation and
six original Reading Aloud questions — three for Foundation and three for Higher tier per skill. It is recommended
that Higher students do the Foundation ones first, as there is no overlap. These differentiated exam-style
questions will include many of the SSCs covered in this resource to test recognition and application.

It is recommended that this resource is used in conjunction with ZigZag Education’s Dictation Skills Pack and
Reading Aloud Skills Pack — which focus on the development of these new skills topic by topic.
