This resource contains three Foundation practice papers using traditional characters. Full mark schemes are
provided — these mirror the mark schemes provided by Edexcel.

The texts have been written to reflect the types of text used by Edexcel. They are followed by the types of activity
that can be found in the reading exam, such as comprehension questions, fill in the blanks and multiple-choice
guestions. A wide range of question styles used by Edexcel can be found across the three practice papers.

Literary texts and translation tasks are also included to prepare students fully for the new Edexcel exams.

How to use this resource
Set the paper under exam conditions to give students an idea of what level they are working at. Go over the
answers in class to identify strengths and weaknesses, and to practise strategies, such as:

e reading the questions and predicting plausible answers before reading the text

e applying a mixture of grammatical awareness and common sense to questions where you choose from a list
of words (does the gap need a verb/noun/adjective?)

e using the context to aid intelligent guessing

Students should be encouraged to note down any new vocabulary from the questions they got wrong and learn it.
The same paper could be used again a couple of months later and students could aim to improve their marks.

The papers can also be used in mock exams or for independent preparation.
